Choosing a Christian Name For Confirmation

Many Confirmation Candidates choose an additional saint’s name at Confirmation. This NOT required. It is YOUR option. The preferred name is your baptismal name because it expresses the relationship that exists between Baptism and Confirmation. If a new name is taken, it should be the name of a recognized saint in the Catholic Church. Names of saints are chosen to serve as patrons and models in your life. Names are NOT chosen for any other reason. Who is YOUR patron saint? Choose either your baptismal or confirmation patron. (to research saints online, type in “Catholic Saints” on any search engine) 

*If you were not named after a saint and you are keeping your baptismal name for Confirmation, find out why your parents chose that name and write about that.
